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Environmental Justice Analysis

The Minnesota State Highway Investment Plan created the framework for MnDOT decision-making and investment prioritization on

the Minnesota highway system. This addendum to the 2022-2031 Capital Highway Investment Plan analyzes projects in terms of
environmental justice populations living within a quarter mile of projects. This analysis is also intended to provide project managers,
planners and public engagement staff an additional tool to conduct outreach in order to help minimize impacts from a project, maximize
benefits to the community and to help better inform the scoping and planning process.

Typically, MnDOT addresses environmental justice concerns for individual projects at the time of scoping and planning to analyze whether
proposed activities may result in disproportionate impacts to specific populations.

Environmental Justice Overview

Presidential Executive Order 12898, issued in 1994, directed each federal agency to “make achieving environmental justice part of its
mission by identifying and addressing, as appropriate, disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effects of its
programs, policies and activities on minority and low-income populations.” The order builds on Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 that
prohibits discrimination on the basis of race, color or national origin. The order also provides protection to low-income populations.

There are three fundamental principles of environmental justice:

1. To avoid, minimize or mitigate disproportionately high and adverse human health and environmental effects, including social and
economic effects, on minority and low-income populations

2. To ensure the full and fair participation by all potentially affected communities in the transportation decision-making process

3. To prevent the denial of, reduction in, or significant delay in the receipt of benefits by minority and low-income populations

The Executive Order and subsequent orders by the U.S. Department of Transportation also define minority and low-income populations as:

+  Black — a person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa

«  American Indian and Alaskan Native — a person having origins in any original people of North America and who maintains
cultural identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition

+  Asian - a person having origins in any of the original peoples of the Far East, Southeast Asia or the Indian subcontinent
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«  Native Hawaiian or Other Pacific Islander — a person having origins in any of the original peoples of Hawaii, Guam, Samoa and other
Pacific Islands

+  Hispanic - a person of Mexican, Puerto Rican, Cuban, Central or South American, or other Spanish culture or origin, regardless of
race

«  People in Poverty — a person whose household income (or in the case of a community or group, whose median household
income) is at or below the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services poverty guidelines

While not specifically identified by Title VI or the Executive Order, MnDOT chose to expand its environmental justice analyses to include
four additional population groups with unique transportation needs.

«  Persons age 65 and older

«  Persons age 18 and younger

*  Households with limited English proficiency
*  Households with zero vehicles

Environmental Justice Methodology

The environmental justice score is a composite of six variables. These variables are shown in Table 1 as the bolded population groups.

To start, each of Minnesota’s 4,107 populated census block groups has American Community Survey 5-Year (2015-2019) Estimates for

the variables. Each variable in each block group gets a statewide percentile rank and score. For example, if 12 percent of households in a
census block group are limited English proficiency, the block group would be in the 95th percentile for the state and score 10 points. Figure
1 shows the percentile rank and corresponding score.

Engagement strategies often differ for projects in the STIP (2022-2025) years and CHIP (2026-2031) years. The following tables are
separated into the STIP and CHIP years. Table 3 shows how many total projects are programmed and planned in the district, while Table 4
shows the environmental justice score distribution by STIP and CHIP projects. Table 5 shows the average environmental justice score for
STIP and CHIP projects by population group. And Table 6 shows the highest scoring projects.

These tables are helpful to understand the location, concentration and overlap of environmental justice population groups in proximity to
MnDOT's capital highway construction program. This analysis can be used to inform outreach and engagement efforts as the district has
a better understanding of demographics and sensitive population groups. This analysis can also be used to assist districts in providing the
tools and resources necessary in order to conduct more effective public outreach in their community when scoping and designing projects.
